Background:
ClubSport Borders exists to represent member groups and individuals and to support them with the achievement of their sporting goals.  There are four ClubSport organisations in the Scottish Borders area representing Berwickshire, Ettrick & Lauderdale, Roxburgh and Tweeddale.  All four ClubSport organisations are managed by volunteers from the local sporting community.  ClubSport organisations receive funding from Live Borders and are key partners in Live Borders activities such as the Sports Development programmes, Scottish Borders Disability Sport and Club Development.  

Vision:
The overall vision of ClubSport Borders (CSB) is to raise the profile of sport and make it accessible to all by developing and supporting sports clubs and people involved in sport within the Borders. CSB actively encourages participation in sport, for people of all ages. CSB believes that the realisation of this vision will make lives healthier, happier and stronger for residents of the Borders

The Covid 19 Grant Scheme:
Clubsport Borders recognises that sports clubs are facing significant challenges on the back of Covid 19 as restrictions lift and organisations start to find ways back into operation. This grant scheme aims to provide short term funding for clubs to restart their operations with a straightforward application and award process:

General Information:
The Covid 19 Grant scheme is only available to members of any of the 4 ClubSport organisations. Any application must be made using this specific application form and be for the restart of activities following the Covid19 Lockdown. This scheme may be closed at any time if allocated funds are exhausted.

The maximum grant that can be awarded to any member is £1000. The committee’s decision is final. The committee may decide to award less than what’s been applied for at their own discretion. Once all available funds have been awarded, the Covid Grant scheme will come to an end. You can still apply for larger Grants through the usual ClubSport organisations. 

Eligible Projects:
· Open days
· Marketing (Costs attributed to attracting new members & volunteers)
· Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) 
· Covid Specific signage
· New sports equipment 
· Facility costs if a 4-week block booking follows

*retrospective grants cannot be awarded

Format:
This specific Grant Committee will be made up of chairs from all 4 Clubsport organisations and will meet electronically to discuss each individual form. Application forms should be completed and submitted via email to Greig Shortreed: gshortreed@liveborders.org.uk

Clubsport’s aim is to provide you with a decision within 14 days of the grant committee meeting. 

Terms & Conditions: 
Clubsport Borders Grant Committee reserves the right to request that an applicant attends a meeting of the Grant Committee, which may be by Zoom, to provide further information relating to the application, in advance of any decision being made on a grant application. 
Where a Grant is awarded, this is a binding agreement on the grant recipient that the funds will be exclusively used for the purpose documented in the original grant application.

Funds will only be released after receipt of a written acceptance of the offer of funding.  All funds must be spent by 31st March 2021. 

Where a grant is awarded, the receiving member must acknowledge the support provided by Clubsport Borders through social media.  If an organisation receives a grant, this must be acknowledged in any relevant promotional material, in any press releases and by inclusion on the home page of the organisation’s main website. (A ‘Press Release’ template is available on request.)  

A fully completed ‘End of Project Report’ must be submitted to Clubsport Borders within 1 month of the completion of the eligible project.  This must include photographic evidence of any event / course / equipment in action, as well as receipts and paid invoices. Failure to do so may affect the chances of any future application(s) being successful. 

Clubsport Borders reserves the right to request repayment of any grant funds paid should the receiving organisation not comply with any of the above Terms & Conditions.
