Our museum and gallery are inside a very special historic building called the Chambers Institution,
which has stood since the 1500s. In 1859, it was gifted to the people of Peebles by William
Chambers, a local man who went on to co-found the famous publishing company, W & R
Chambers.
Today, the building is home to fascinating museum displays and exciting exhibitions. You’ll find
treasures that tell stories of the Borders and beyond—covering everything from art and textiles to
local history.
One of the highlights is the Chambers Room, which features incredible plasterwork designs,
including a 16-metre-long copy of part of the Parthenon Frieze from ancient Greece! The
museum’s collections also show how Peebles has changed over time—from being a place for
medieval pilgrims to becoming a centre for woollen mills in the 1800s and 1900s.
Alongside the permanent displays, two galleries host changing exhibitions throughout the year, so
there’s always something new to discover in history, craft, and art.

Coldstream, on the River Tweed at the border of Scotland and England, is best known as the
home of the famous Coldstream Guards.
